Now, Oregon Disciples are working together again with FEDICE for a new pro- ?&‘
gram of economic development in a country where 70 to 80 per cent of the
people live in poverty.

The New Ecuador Project is a partnership between Christian Church in Ore-
gon, FEDICE and Global Ministries.

° 45% -- $17,400 Chicken Pro;ect in San Francisco, Cotopaxi Province; Oregon Disciples visited this
7 FEDICE women's economic project in July 2007. Most of the participants are single
women who learn to provide for their families by raising up to 200 chickens apiece.
 This project will build upon earlier success to include more women and families,
installing storage facilities, producing chicken feed and creating a cooperative bank
of savings and credit.

Chimborazo Province; In 2006, a strong eruption of ash from the Tungurahua
Volcanco covered the community and devastated local farmers. Many men have had
to leave the area to seek work elsewhere. This project will help 20 women to gain a
subsistence income for their families by raising Guinea Pigs for local markets.

e 22% -- $8,600 for FEDICE Salary Support to continue the vital ministries of
economic development, health and nutrition services, church construction and pas-
toral training. The new Executive Director of FEDICE, Blanca Puma, succeeded Victor
Vaca in this position in 2006.
